Guidance about the Training and Education Bursaries Fund for Adults 16+

1. Purpose of Fund

The purpose of this fund is to enable people belonging to the community of Coigach, aged 16 + to pursue training
and educational opportunities and to develop their skills in line with this following extract from CCDC’s Charitable
Objects:

“to provide assistance for access to training opportunities to relieve unemployment and improve skills
development within the Community”

The community of Coigach is defined by the postcode units IV26 2YT, IV26 2YR, V26 2YJ, IV26 2YN, IV26 2YS, IV26
2YL, IV26 2YP, IV26 2YG, IV26 2YB, IV26 2YF, IV26 2YH, IV26 2YW.

2. Features of the Fund

The Fund is open for application for all adults of the community of Coigach aged 16+ who wish to develop their
skills and who are undertaking courses delivered by accredited organisations and recognised training providers. To
give you some examples, this Fund is open to prospective and current students at colleges or universities,
apprentices, and any adults wanting to undertake further training/ skills development.

Note that this Fund is for individuals only. For eligible organisations wishing to apply for financial support, CCDC has
a separate Fund and a different Application form (see below for contact details).

There are no employment criteria which need to be met. Applications are welcomed from people whether they are
employed, self-employed, returning to work, re-training, unemployed or run their own business(es).

Bursaries are for a maximum of £500.00 per applicant per financial year for those aged 16+ - but no more than
£1,500.00 in any 5-year period.

A Bursary Award made for courses which span a number of years is awarded for that academic year only. Whilst
applications can be made for Bursary support for subsequent years, this does not necessarily mean an award will be
made during subsequent years.

Awards are dependent on the number of applications and the value of awards already granted during the year.

Successful applicants are required to start drawing down awarded funds within 3 months of their acceptance of the
award or you may risk the award being withdrawn.

If you are given an award under this fund we may wish to use this information in our promotions but if so, we will
discuss and agree it with you beforehand.
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N.B. CCDC has 3 other Funds each with their own Application forms:

(1) Wellbeing Fund which is open to support adults (aged 16+) living in Coigach to participate (including to
perform) in a range of arts, cultural and natural heritage, leisure and recreational, and scientific events, non-
certificated/informal lifelong learning courses and activities (this fund is for individuals only);

(2) Supporting Children and Young People Fund - from birth to the end of secondary education (this fund is
for individual children and young people);

(3) Small Grant (up to £5,000) Fund for Organisations.
